Racing will start at 1100, with up to eight races each day. Race days are normally at two week intervals, however due to beneficial tides intervals may change.

2. VENUE: Howth Yacht Club harbour, for more information and a map check out our national website at http://homepage.eircom.net/~iomireland/
3. RULES:  Racing will be governed by the Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS) with particular attention to Appendix E, the prescriptions of the ISA, the rules of the International One Metre class, the sailing instructions and any amendments thereto. Yachts will not be included in results until a fully completed entry form together with the correct entry fee is received. 

Please note that the RRS 2001-2004 will be replaced by the revised RRS 2005-2008 which will start from January 1st 2005 and so applicable for our Spring series.

4. SCORING & RACING SYSTEM: Unless the number of entries exceeds our expectations we shall all race together in one fleet. Scoring will be based on the ISAF Appendix A – low point system (but where 1st = 0.75 points, 2nd = 2 pts, 3rd = 3 pts, etc…). One discard will be applied for each four races.

5. ELIGIBILITY:  The event is open to all sailors entering an International One Metre boat in compliance with the class rules.

6. SERIES:  Two series will be held : The Winter Series will run from October to December. The Spring Series will run from January but the end date will be confirmed very soon. 

7. PRIZES AND TROPHIES: Will be awarded for each series.

8. TEMPORARY MEMBERSHIP:  All competitors are granted temporary membership of Howth Yacht Club on racing days. Club facilities are not available to non-member participants at other times.

9. FREQUENCIES: Each competitor is required to nominate their primary frequency and two others if available with their entry form. The listing of additional frequencies if available would be helpful. Permitted frequency bands are 40Mhz. 

10. LIABILITY: I acknowledge that I enter and sail at my own risk and that neither HYC Events Ltd. nor Howth Yacht Club will be liable for any loss or damage to yachts or equipment or injury to persons. By entering the event it is deemed that you accept these conditions.
11. PROTESTS: No such thing! Take the penalty and make your turns.
