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Sailing Instructions

1.0
Racing Rules and eligibility
1.1
Races shall be sailed under the Racing Rules of Sailing, I.S.A. prescriptions, the rules of each class concerned, the Notice of Race, these sailing instructions and any amendments thereto.

1.2
Entries are accepted at the sole discretion of the race committee.

2.0
Safety

2.1
The attention of all competitors is drawn to the potential dangers of sailing at this time of the year. EACH COMPETITOR SHALL WEAR A LIFE JACKET. Your attention is drawn to R.R.S. part 1- fundamental rules and the I.S.A safety booklet. Code flag "Y" shall be displayed from the committee boat. Code flag "Y" signifies that life jackets shall be worn. Every boat shall carry adequate life saving equipment for all persons on board.


Howth Yacht Club, HYC Events Ltd., and or the Organising Committee are not liable for loss of or damage to boats or equipment or for death or injury to competitors. The decision on whether to sail or not shall be the sole responsibility of the skipper, R.R.S.4.

2.2
It is the responsibility of each skipper to decide, whether or not he or she should sail, in such weather conditions as may prevail and to ensure that all crew members are wearing lifejackets.

2.3
Insurance


Each participating boat shall be insured with adequate, valid, third party liability insurance.

2.4
Radio Communication

All yachts competing equipped with a VHF radio are requested to keep a listening watch on channel 16, in case of emergency.


All communications to the Race Officer shall be on channel 37.

Notice Board
3.1
The official Notice and Results Board is located in the archway at the marina entrance to the Club.

4.0
Change of Sailing Instructions

Changes to sailing instructions will be posted on the official notice board not later than 1.5 Hours before the scheduled start of the first race so affected. Flag L displayed on the flagpole at the top of the marina bridge denotes that a change of sailing instructions has been made.

Classes
5.1
Boats will be divided into three classes:



Class Flag


Class 3 Spinnaker and non spinnaker
Numeral pennant No. 3


(Class 3 is for “cruiser” design boats and boats that do not normally race)


Class 2 Spinnaker and non spinnaker
Numeral pennant No. 2


(All boats under 33 ft. L.O.A.  i.e. First 31.7’s will be in this class)

Class 1 Spinnaker and non spinnaker
Numeral pennant No. 1


(All boats over 33ft. L.O.A.  i.e. First 33.7’s will be in this class)

5.2.1
The race committee reserves the right to allocate any boat to a class that it deems suitable. A list of      boats and the classes to which they have been allocated will be available on the morning of the first race from the marina office. If there is any doubt, contact the Race Officer on channel 37 before the start.


CLASS PENNANTS SHALL BE FLOWN ON THE BACKSTAY BY ALL CLASSES.


THOSE NOT DOING SO SHALL BE TREATED AS A NON STARTER

5.3
Every boat shall display a sail number under which it is entered on each side of the mainsail.


Failure to comply shall with this requirement shall result in the boat being treated as a non-starter.

5.4
An owner  wishing to sail under a different sail number shall give notice in writing to the PRO           prior to 0900 hrs on the day of the race concerned.

Starting Areatc  \l 2 "STARTING AREA"
6.1
The starting area will be North of Ireland’s Eye, Committee Boat “Free Enterprise” (or substitute). Boats are requested to sail near the Committee Boat for identification purposes, prior to the warning signal.
7.0
Starting Signals

7.1
Racing will be started in accordance with R.R.S. 26, with classes starting at 5 minute intervals.

7.2
The starting line will be a line between the red and white pole (or mainmast) on the committee boat and a cylindrical orange buoy. This mark shall be left to port. The class flag will be displayed 5 minutes before the start of the race to which it applies. Boats shall keep clear of the starting line until their warning signal.

Individual recalls shall be in accordance with R.R.S. RULE 29.2. General recalls shall be in accordance with R.R.S. Rule 29.3

Time Limit

The time limit shall be 1245 for all boats. There shall be no extension.

12.0
Finishing Line

12.1
The finishing line shall be between a RED AND WHITE POLE or mainmast on the committee boat and the ISLAND MARK.

12.2 In the event that the committee boat is not on station, the finishing line shall be a transit               between the new lighthouse on the East Pier, and the South Rowan Buoy. As the leading             yacht is approaching the finishing line, it should notify the Race Officer on channel 37 and 
receive recognition. All boats should take their own time.                           

                   

12.3 Unless finishing, no boat shall pass through the finishing line in either direction when a blue 
flag is displayed on the committee boat. Failure to comply with this sailing instruction may 
result in disqualification.

13.0
Yachts finishing or having finished are required to keep clear of the Laser Fleet.


Those not doing so shall be disqualified.
