‘HYC Family Championships’ – Sunday 30th May
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Who will be crowned the ‘best racing dynasty’ in HYC? 

We would like to invite you all to enter your family in the inaugural “HYC Family Championships” and come sailing in the ISA Sailfleet J80s on Sunday 30th May. This is a great opportunity for children, parents, grandparents, brothers, sisters, husbands and wives to race together as a family to determine the most successful sailing dynasty in HYC in 2010. 

Enter a team in the “HYC Family Championships” and race against other HYC sailing families to determine which family will be crowned champion!   
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Racing will be held in the ISA Sailfleet J80s on Sunday 30th May (timing yet to be determined depending on number of teams entered and we will do our best not to clash with the junior racing). There will be 3 windward-leeward races per heat – we plan to run 2 heats with 3 races each and then a final for the top 8 teams), no spinnakers will be used and teams will consist of 4 or 5 family members per boat.

All teams shall only include direct family members – children, parents, grandparents, brothers, sisters, husbands and wives. We hope to have at least two generations of family on every boat and in many cases, three! Bonus points will be awarded to multi-generation crews.  At least two different family members must helm a race each – we want to ensure the best family wins and not just the best helm!

We are very keen that as many families as possible can get a chance to sail in the J80s and compete in this “HYC Family Championships” and we hope that you can join us on Sunday 30th May. J80s can be sailed with 4 or 5 crew on board (skipper, mainsheet, jib/spinnaker trimmer and bow).
