
RIB CHECKLIST

Sign In: 
· Check weather forecast and tides
· Sign log (both driver and crew) and review any past defects on the rib. 
· Collect kill cord and ignition key.
· Collect VHF and check battery level and operation with another VHF
· Racing - Check your duties, VHF working channel and call sign with Principal Race Officer (PRO) 
· Coaching - Advise Marina staff on channel 37 where you will be operating and for how long.

Crew:

· Check oilskins, boots, life jackets, hat/head covering, sun cream and knife.

· A rescue rib must have a crew of two, the driver must hold at least an ISA National Powerboat Certificate (old level 2) or equivalent.

· No smoking at any time in a rib.

Rib:

· Collect two fuel tanks and two fuel lines from fuel store, top up tanks if necessary from jerry cans
· Use numbered tanks to correspond to boat number to avoid cross contamination.  

· Check boat condition: Note any new defects and report them immediately to Marina Office.

· Check boat equipment: Anchors, warps, oars, fire extinguisher, first aid kit and spare kill cord.

· Check fuel-water filter for contamination and check battery security and condition.

· Check sponsons are adequately inflated. Inflation pump in cage on marina if required
Engine:

· Check water intake is clear. Check for prop damage. Lower engine.

· Check cover is secure.

· Connect fuel line - check direction. Open fuel vent. Prime engine.
· Insert kill cord, set throttle and start
· Check cooling water from engine.

Departure:

· Attach kill cord around leg. Kill cord must be attached at all times when engine is running. 
· Clear mooring lines and check no lines in water and painter tied inside.

· Reverse out taking care to avoid grounding astern on drying out pad.

· Proceed at slow speed around marina - no wash policy in harbour area unless emergency.

· The maximum speed in the Marina is 3 knots.

· The maximum speed in the Harbour is 5 knots.

At Sea:

· Check cooling water regularly while engine running. If this stops, the engine may seize.

· A Laser is the maximum size of boat that can be towed (ie dinghies only, no keelboats)

· If mark laying return all tackle to Committee Boat after use

Arrival:

· Plan your approach to correct numbered berth taking care to avoid grounding on drying out pad.

· Moor boat - bow, stern and spring.

· Stop engine, ensure engine in neutral and turn engine to port (ie steering pushrod is covered).

· Raise engine, detach kill cord and remove ignition key.

· Check drain flaps tied up.

· Remove fuel tanks and fuel line and return to fuel store. Check amount of fuel used

· Remove all rubbish and leave rib tidy and ready for next use.

Sign Out: 
· Return VHF, ignition key and kill cord to Marina Office. 
· Complete Log, noting time in, fuel used and any defects.
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
