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ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY

The Regatta is open to boats registered with the International J24 Class, whose helm or
registered owners are members of a National J24 Class Association recognised by the
International J24 Class Association.

Entry fee
A non-refundable fee of €100.00 must be paid in advance of racing.

Competitors shall
accept that their participation in the Regatta is at their sole, exclusive risk, in every respect. By
way of entry to the Regatta, competitors shall indemnify the International J24 Class Association,
the International J24 Association of Ireland, Howth Yacht Club, their officers, members, servants
and agents in respect of all claims and demands of whatever nature which may be made upon
them in connection with or howsoever arising from their participation or intended participation in
the Regatta.

RACE SCHEDULE
It is proposed to sail six races.

No race will be started after 1500 Sunday 29th, except for postponements, general recalls and
abandonment of a race where the warning signal was made before 1500.

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SCORING

The Low Point Scoring System Rule A4 will apply, modified so that each boat's series score will
be the total of her race scores with her worst score/s discarded according to the table below.
Rule A4 is amended to accommodate rule A5 and will be used even when a series is a Regatta.

4 or more races sailed 1 discard
