1.1 Races will be sailed under the Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS), the prescriptions of Irish Sailing, the rules of each
class concerned and this Notice of Race except as modified by the Sailing Instructions and any amendments
thereto.

3.3 [DP] From the first warning signal until the end of the race, except in an emergency, a boat shall not make voice
or data transmissions and shall not receive voice or data communication that is not available to all boats.

4.4 For ECHO Handicap, any change in the normal helm shall be notified to the Race Office results@hyc.ie in a
timely fashion. Failure to fulfil this requirement will render a boat liable to a penalty.

(a) They are aware of the inherent element of risk involved in the sport and accept responsibility for
the exposure of themselves, their crew and their boat to such inherent risk whilst taking part in
the event
(b) They are responsible for the safety of themselves, their crew, their boat and their other property
whether afloat or ashore
(c) They accept responsibility for any injury, damage or loss to the extent caused by their own
actions or omissions
(d) Their boat is in good order, equipped to sail in the event and they are fit to participate
(e) The provision of a race management team, patrol boats and other officials and volunteers by the
OA does not relieve them of their own responsibilities

the regatta.
